ABOUT YOU”.  It involves 
our willingness to listen; to 
recognize the state we are in 
and to change.

It is about celebration.  It is 
about new beginnings.  It is 
about making new choices.  
So this year, in the midst of 
your Christmas celebrations, 
remember God is the God of 
second chances.
