I responded, “Yes! I’d really 
appreciate help!”

 “Jump in”, he said as his 
lady companion moved over.  
It wasn’t the cleanest truck 
I’d ever been in.  But that did 
not seem to matter. The guy 
stopped by my stuck car, 
pulled out a snow shovel and 
a couple of boards from the 
back of his truck. There, he 
and his companion, dug me 
out while he insisted I get the 
car and await his directives.  In 
short order I was free. 

This stranger saved me a 
long walk in the snow. He 
changed my disposition from 
anger and despondency to joy 
and peace.  And he probably 
saved me a ticket! In spite of 
his protestations, I gave him a 
good tip!  I cannot tell you how 
grateful I was.  As I drove off, 
back across the median to the 
right side of the street, I could 

not help wonder if I would have 
done the same had the roles 
been reversed.

I fi nd myself so involved in 
my world. So busy. Always in 
a rush. But Jesus was busy 
too. He had many a demand 
pressing on Him. Yet there 
was time for people; time for 
friends; time for the wounded; 
hang out time. People 
mattered to Jesus – listening 
to them; loving on them.
